of Christ and individually members of it.”   

1. Connect to the body of Christ (the church)!  How?  I Corinthians 12:13 

 Whose invited?  Everyone.   “Jews or Greeks, slaves or free…”  John 3:16 

 Repent and invite Jesus into your life.   John 1:12  “Jesus is Lord.”  12:3 

 You receive the Holy Spirit and become part of the Body of Christ.  12:13 

2. Members do their part (unity in diversity) 

 I am a part of the Body of Christ.   I am saved to serve. 

 What is your spiritual gift or function in the church? 

 Overcome insignificance – “If the foot should say, ‘Because I am not a hand, 

I do not belong to the body…”   I Cor. 12:15-19

you…”  I Cor. 12:21   WE NEED EACH OTHER!
